SECTION – I
GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

TENDERING & CONTRACT AGREEMENT
1.1. SUBMISSION OF TENDERS:

The following instructions must be carefully observed by all tenders. Quotations/tenders not strictly in accordance with these instructions will be liable to rejected. 

I. The tender must be complete in all respects.

II. Conditional tenders, telegraphic, through telex, fax tenders, tenders not on prescribed forms or tenders without earnest money in the required shape shall not be accepted.

III. The tender shall be submitted in two separate envelopes, one envelope containing the main tender (all copies) and the other containing earnest money. Both envelopes shall be sealed and subscribed with Tender specifications Number as given on the Enquiry/Tender Notice. While opening the tenders the envelope containing earnest money shall be opened first and in case the deposit of Earnest Money is in accordance with the terms of Notice inviting Tender only then the second envelope containing the tender shall be opened.

IV. Quotations/Tenders shall be received in the office of Addl.SE /Ptotection Div. PSPCL, Moga and will be opened on due date and time given in the Tender Notice in the presence of tenderers or their authorized representative who may like to be present. In case due date of opening tenders happens to be a holiday, tenders shall be received and opened at same time/hours on the next working day.

V. RATES
Lump-sum rate for full month and variable per KM rates should be quoted separately (in the Annexure-3) clearly legibly written or typed.
1.2. TENDERS TO BE INVALIDATED

The tenders must be complete in all respect. Conditional, incomplete or not properly sealed tenders and tenders received late due to any reason whatsoever will be rejected.
1.3. SIGNING OF THE TENDERS

Tenders shall be signed by the owner or person holding power of attorney by him to do so. Necessary documents in support thereof should be enclosed with bid at the time of submission, failing which tenders may not be considered.
1.4. EARNEST MONEY:
i. The tenderer shall be required to submit Earnest Money 2% Tender value subject to minimum of `5,000/- through Demand Draft in favour of PSPCL, payable at Moga.
ii. Earnest Money shall be forfeited in case of withdrawal/modification of an offer within the validity period as required in the NIT/Tender specification after opening of tenders.

iii. In case of successful tenders earnest money shall be converted into security deposit.

iv. In case of tenders not accepted, the Earnest Money shall be refunded within 30 days of the award of order/contract/LOI to the successful tenderer (s).

v. Tenders without earnest money shall not be entertained/opened.
1.5. RATES & PRICES:

i. Unless specified otherwise, prices and rates quoted shall include cost of all consumable material (diesel, mobil-oil and other lubricants), Road Annual Tax & Insurance , driver’s salary, The rates should be valid for one year, however this period will be further extended/continued for another one year at the same rates/terms & conditions.
ii. Price variation of 8 paisa per Rs 1/- will be applicable in case of hike in Diesel cost.
NOTE: Fuel cost for extra kilometer ( above 1000 Km) shall be rate Rs. 4.37 per
KM at the base cost of diesel rate 52.47 per litter.
1.6. STATUTORY AND OTHER LEVIES:

Local taxes ie Toll Taxes, Octroi levies as applicable from time to time will be paid extra on actual basis on production of original receipts. Service tax @14% will be paid by PSPCL and contractor at 50:50 ratio.
1.7. ALL CUTTING/CORRECTIONS TO BE INITIALLED:

Each page of the tender document should be signed by tenderer as a token of his having examined the same. Any correction in the rates quoted in the rate proforma shall also be signed with date by tenderer before submitting the tender. Non-compliance with these conditions will make the tender liable to rejection.
1.8. RIGHT TO REJECT ALL OR ANY TENDER:

The officer inviting Tenders/contracting agency/PSPCL reserves the right to reject any or all the tenders/without assigning reasons. He will not be responsible for and will not pay any expenses or losses that may be incurred by tenderer in preparation of the tender.
1.9. INCOME TAX
TDS will be deducted as per IT rules and contractor is fully responsible for filing of is Income Tax return with IT Department.
1.10. VALIDITY OF TENDERS:

The tenders as submitted should be valid for acceptance for at least 90 days from the date of opening of tenders, unless specified otherwise.
1.11. OPENING OF TENDER & SIGNING OF CONTRACT:

The Competent authority will open tenders on due date, time & place in the presence of any or all the tenderers or their authorized representative on the production of letter of authority, who may like to be present at the time of opening of tender and they will append their signatures in the tender register in token of their presence.

In the event of tender being accepted an intimation shall be given to the contractor, who shall give acceptance letter with in 7 days after receiving such notice. On receipt of acceptance letter work order cum contract agreement will be issued to contractor. The contractor will execute work order cum agreement within 15 days of the issue of work order and start work failing which work order cum agreement of his tender shall be cancelled and his earnest money will be forfeited.

SECTION-II

PERFORMANCE OF THE CONTRACT & PAYMENTS

3.1. SECURITY DEPOSIT:

5% amount will be recovered as security deposit from the every month bill of contractor. The EMD received with the tender documents shall be adjusted towards security deposit. The security so deposited(EMD+5%) will be refunded to the contractor through cheque within 30 days after the successful completion of contract.
3.2. FORCE MAJEURE:

If at any, time during the continuance of the work the performance in whole or in part by either party of any obligation under this contract, shall be prevented or delayed by reasons, of any war, hostility, acts of public enemy, Civil Commotion, sabotage floods, explosion, epidemics, fires or other acts of God, strikes and lockout (hereinafter referred to as eventualities) then, provided notice of the happening of any such eventuality is given by either party to the other within 15 days from the date of occurrence thereof, neither party shall by reasons of such eventuality be entitled to terminate this contract nor shall either party have any claim for damages against the other in respect of such non performance or delay in performance and construction of work under this contract shall be resumed as soon as practicable after such eventuality has ceased. Appropriate extension in time for completion of contract shall be granted.
3.3. DEDUCTION OF AMOUNTS DUE TO PSPCL:

In case after completion of work order and final payment, the contractor is bound to pay the any amount recoverable from the contractor pointed out by General Audit(Punjab), Technical audit and/or any other auditing agency of PSPCL.
3.4. PENALITY:

Contractor will be allowed maximum One day period for maintenance and repair of the vehicle in case of break down in a month. If the contractor failed to supply the vehicle on any working day except the above said day, the penalty shall be charged at the rate of double of MMC on proportionate basis. Clause of minimum payment will not be applicable for that day’s i.e. non working days. In other words penalty shall be charged as above and no payment shall be made.
3.5. PAYMENTS:

The contractor shall submit monthly bill in duplicate to SDO Protection , PSPCL, Fazilka 1n the first week of following month giving full detail of lump-sum monthly payment and amount of claim over and above the limit of MMC Who will send it to Addl/SE Protection Div. Moga after verifying the bill from lorry log book.. Account Payee cheque for payments will be issued to the contractor on monthly basis within 10 days after receipt of the complete bill in all respects.
3.6. SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES AND ARBITRATION:

If at any time any question dispute or difference, what-so-ever shall arise, between the PSPCL and the contractor, it will be decided by arbitrator appointed by PSPCL. 
3.7. JURISDICTION

The filing of any suit in case of any dispute shall be within the jurisdiction of the Local Courts at Fazilka only. The SDO Incharge of work shall defend / initiate, as required, the cases including arbitration case on behalf of the PSPCL.

OTHER IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS

The following instructions will also form part of schedule of General Instructions/Conditions.
1. The vehicles must be in good running condition and the model of the vehicle should not be old than four year. Life of the vehicle will be considered as Six years from the date of registration of vehicle for the purpose of extension of work order.
2. SDO Protection PSPCL, Fazilka shall act as Officer/Engineer-in-Charge for this work.
3. A set of tender document (non-transferable) can be had from the office of the undersigned against payment by cash/bank draft of amount Rs. 1000/- in favour of PSPCL payable at.Moga.

4. The Contractors/Firms who do not purchase the tender document in advance and if tender documents are downloaded from website then cost of tender ducument i.e Rs. 1000/- should be deposit in Cash or DD in the office of SDO North Sub- Divn. Moga before the last date of sale of tenders. 

5. The contract will originally be valid for one year and it will be extended for another one year on the basis of his successful execution of work and conduct at same rate and terms & conditions.
6. Tender received telegraphically or through Fax shall not be accepted.
7. The competent authority reserves the right to reject any or all tenders without assigning any reason.
8. In case the date of issue/receipt of tenders declared/happens to be a holiday the tender will be issued/received and opened on the next working day at the same time.
9. The rate for providing the vehicles should include (a) Lump sum charges i.e. ’MMC’ for providing vehicle for full month for 1000 Km of running and (b) Rate per kilometer for over and above the running of kms covered under MMC as mentioned in 9(a). It is informed that during per month the vehicle will run max. 3000 KM.
10. Comparative statement shall be prepared on the basis of rates mentioned in Annexure-3 of the NIT for the vehicle and earnest money shall be worked out accordingly considering above rates.

11. One day per month for the vehicle shall be allowed for routine maintenance. This day shall be decided by the officer in charge of Sub-divn. Fazilka. 

12. Road Tax for the vehicle shall be paid regularly and kept updated by the contractor.

13. The vehicle shall be duly insured comprehensively including third party insurance during 
the period of engagement with the department. Insurance premium shall be paid by the owner. Lodging insurance claims with the insurance company will be the owner’s responsibility in case of any such eventuality.

14. Owner should also have valid pollution certificate for the vehicles and the same should be available with the driver and produced on demand.
15. The vehicle should be provided with reliable spare tyre, tools, spares and consumables in order to attend the minor repair during transportation.

16. In case of any accident, any type of challan , halt charges, penalty, damages, court case, police case etc. the whole responsibility will be owner of the vehicle and PSPCL will not be a party in such cases.
17. The owner/contractor of the vehicle shall at his own cost get passing/obtaining fitness certificate if applicable and and updating of registration of vehicle done from the concerned registering authority.
18. PSPCL employee and their near relative are not allowed to bid for tender.

19. No variation or modification or waiver of any of the terms & provisions shall be deemed valid, unless mutually agreed upon in writing by the PSPCL & Contractor.

20. PSPCL shall not be held responsible for any accident occurring to the vehicle.
21. An efficient & healthy driver possessing a valid license for running the vehicle shall be provided by the contractor at his own cost. The driver should be very polite and punctual and under no circumstances driver of the vehicle under the influence of any intoxicating drink or drug. The Contractor shall be responsible for the conduct of the driver.
22. In case of with drawal of vehicle from service of PSPCL the contractor shall have to inform to PSPCL 30 days in advance otherwise the 30 days payment shall be deducted from their bill as penally However the vehicle can be dis engaged by PSPCL by serving a 30 days notice in advance to contractor.

23. Rs. 100 will be permissible to contractor on account of each night stay outside from tation head quarter.
