 TERMS & CONDITIONS/ SPECIFICATIONS FOR HIRE OF         
Mahindra Bolero Double cabin with drivers/Maintenance etc

1. SUBMISSION OF TENDER: The following instruction must be carefully observed by all tenderers. Quotations/tenders not strictly in accordance with these instructions will be liable to be rejected.
(i) Tender of firms who do not purchase the tender documents in advance shall not be accepted /opened.

(ii) The tenderer will have to deposit earnest money @ 2% of quoted price subject to minimum of Rs. 5000/- (Rs. Five thousand only). The earnest money can be deposited in the form of PSPCL Cash receipt/Bank Draft in favour of ‘PSPCL’ payable at Lalru.
(iii) Tender received without earnest money shall not be opened. Tender must be valid for period of at least 60 days from the date of opening of tenders.

(iv) The tender must be complete in all respects.

(v) Tender shall be submitted in duplicate and both copies shall be separately tagged and clearly marked as original and duplicate.

(vi) Telegraphic/Telefax/Telex quotations will not be accepted.

(vii) The tender shall be sent in two separate envelopes, the envelope containing the main tender and other containing the earnest money shall be opened first and in case the deposit of earnest money is in accordance with terms of notice inviting tender, only then the second envelope containing the tender shall be opened.

(viii) Quotations/tenders should be enclosed in double covers. Both addressed to Sr. Xen /DS Division, PSPCL, Lalru. Both inner and outer covers shall be sealed and subscribed with tender specification number as given on the enquiry/tender notice together with the date on which the tender opening in due and the name of work.

(ix) Earnest money shall be forfeited in case of with drawl/modification of an offer within the validity period, as required in the NIT/Tender specification after opening of tender.

(x) Earnest money deposit of unsuccessful tenders will be refunded as per rules after finalizing the tenders.

(xi) In case of successful tenders, Earnest Money shall be converted as Security Deposit. 
2. TENDER TO BE INVALIDATED:  The tender must be complete in all respects. Conditional, incomplete or not properly sealed tenders and tenders received late due to any reason whatsoever will be rejected.
3. SIGNING OF TENDERS: Tenders shall be signed by the owner or person holding power of attorney by him to do so. Necessary documents in support thereof should be enclosed with tender at the time of submission, failing which tender may not be considered.
4. RIGHT TO REJECT ALL OR ANY TENDER: Sr. Xen/DS Division, PSPCL, Lalru reserve the right to reject any or all the tenders received without assigning reasons. 
5. Tenders specifications will be issued to only those firms who have Mahindra Bolero Double cabin or equivalent vehicle with Yellow No plate. Entry of the same must be in RC. vehicle should be in very good running condition and should not be more than 2 years old. 
6. Payment  and Taxes: 
i. Rates quoted should be firm and inclusive of all taxes levies/duties etc Except General Service tax. The rates shall remain firm during the contract and No extra payment except General service tax shall be paid by PSPCL in this regard ,only General service Tax as per actual will be paid extra. Any increase in the taxes, levies /during the period of contract shall be born by the owner at his risk and cost. Fixed monthly charges (i/c rental, driver, maintenance of vehicles and i/c of upto 2000KMs of journey) shall be paid by PSPCL.  Running charges above 2000 KM will be paid @ Rs3.90/Km rate at the base rate of Rs 40.77 per liter of diesel cost subject to Variation of 5 paisa per Rs. 1/- variation in diesel cost shall be applicable on actual KM run from the 1st day of subsequent month.
ii. General Service Tax: General Service Tax shall be applicable both on contractor and PSPCL as per Law and any amendment to GST shall be applicable both on Contractor and PSPCL as per case. The rates quoted should be firm and  inclusive of all applicable taxes levies/duties except GST which as applicable will be paid extra. The contractor will be responsible for depositing GST to the concerned department and will give a certificate that General Service tax charged from PSPCL has been paid to the concerned authorities and will submit its returns along with the bill (in the next month).
iii. Payment shall be made on monthly basis  within 15 days of presentations of the bill in the next month along with Log Book duly verified and approved by the concerned officer in the succeeding month by AEE/DS Sub Division, PSPCL, Mubarikpur. No advance payment on any account will be made. Income Tax/TDS as per rules shall be deducted as per prevailing rates while clearing the bills for payment.
iv. Log book shall be maintained and duly signed by PSPCL officers 2 sets (one for odd & other for even numbered months).
v. Security @ 5% will be deducted from the running bills & EMD will be adjusted towards security deposited.
7. Period: 
The Contract shall be initially for a period of one year which may be extended on mutual consent of both the parties on same rates and same terms & conditions.
                   In case of withdrawal of vehicle from service of PSPCL the contractor shall have to inform to PSPCL 30 days in advance, otherwise the 30 days payment shall be deducted from their bill as penalty. However the vehicle can be dis-engaged by PSPCL by serving a 30 days’ notice in advance to the contractor. Decision of PSPCL will be final & binding on the contractor in this regard.
However  PSPCL reserves the right to terminate the Contract of the vehicle without any reason, If services/behavior/punctuality of the driver or condition of the vehicle etc.is not satisfactory at any point of time during the Contract period by giving 7 days notice.

Your Contract/Service can be diverted to any office in Lalru Division. 
8. General Conditions
i. Average use shall be 12 hours per day and normally vehicle to be used from 8 Am to 6 PM.
ii. Vehicle provided must be Mahindra Bolero Double cabin or equivalent vehicle with Yellow Number plate. Entry of the same must be in RC. The detail of vehicle provided for hiring i.e. vehicle No, copy of registration book ,Copy of Valid insurance, copy of Permit of vehicle etc are to be provided with quotation and the vehicle should be in very good running condition and should not be be more than 2 years old.
iii. Kilometer reading will start and terminate at PSPCL’s Office where the contract vehicle is attached. No mileage will be permitted for lunch/tea break etc. Meter indicating the kilometers run (kilo-meter) should be in good working conditions and accurate and in accordance with the Regulations of Motor Vehicles Deptt.
iv. Expenses towards service charges, Mobil-oil, fuel charges (Diesel/Petrol) and other repairs and maintenance of vehicles will be borne by the owner and the vehicles shall be kept in perfect running condition and in case of breakdown of vehicle alternative vehicle shall be made available.
v. Driver may be got replaced whenever found inappropriate and contract may also be terminated at end of month if replaced driver also found inappropriate.
vi. Vehicle to be replaced if found to be substandard/not maintained properly and contract may be terminated at end of month if replaced vehicle also found to be substandard/not maintained properly. Vehicles should carry normal spares and cash for fuel and emergent repairs.
vii. Road tax for the vehicle shall be paid regularly and kept up-dated by the owner.
viii. The vehicle shall be duly insured comprehensively including third party insurance during the period of engagement. Insurance premium shall be paid by the owner. Lodging insurance claims with the insurance company will be owner’s responsibility in case of any such eventuality.
ix. Owner should also have valid pollution certificate for the vehicle and the same should be available with driver and produced on demand.
x. The Vehicle will be released for servicing and maintenance for one day, as and when necessary without any deduction of payment provided the vehicle has been regularly in use prior to the service. This would be permitted on prior intimation to the concerned officer. The service should be managed preferably on a Gazetted holiday or Sunday.
xi. An efficient & healthy driver possessing a valid license for running the vehicle shall be provided by the tenderer at his own cost. Each driver should be provided with mobile phone for communication. The driver should be very polite and punctual and under no circumstances driver of the vehicle be under the influence of any intoxicating drink or drug. The supplier shall be responsible for the conduct of the driver. The PSPCL shall have the right to discontinue hiring of vehicle if the opinion of the officers of the PSPCL by whatever designation such officer is called (the expression “Office of the PSPCL” hereinafter shall convey by same meaning) the behavior of the driver is found objectionable, and his opinion in this regard shall be final and binding on the supplier.
xii. The Vehicle shall be provided with reliable spare tyre, tools, spares and consumables in order to attend the minor repairs while traveling.
xiii. The charges on account of drivers’ salary, overtime and all other incidental charges shall be borne by owner.
xiv. The PSPCL will not be responsible for any expenses or losses that may be incurred by the bidder of tender in preparation of the tender.
xv. The vehicle will be used during 12 working hrs. The vehicles can be used during late hrs also as per requirement therefore the vehicle should be round the clock available at  so that vehicle shall be used at any hour of the day & contractor shall be liable to provide the same. The driver should have his own mobile phone with Sim of reputed company .The driver should report to the desired place on call from Officers within 15 minutes. For non reply to P.S.P.C.L. telephone call within 1 hour, Rs.100/- penalty shall be imposed. No extra payment will be made by PSPCL in this regard.
xvi. In case of non-deputing of vehicle on receipt of requisition from the requisitioning officer or delay in sending the vehicle a penalty of Rs. 500/- per day of the delay shall be leviable for each requisition not complied with. In addition no payment of that day will be paid. Contractor is liable to make available a substitute vehicle, if the vehicle on contract during transit falls under break down; in case of any inconvenience experienced in the performance of trips, due to other reasons, failing which alternate arrangement will be made by PSPCL at the risk and cost of the contractor and the amount will be deducted from  amount due to the contractor from the PSPCL.

xvii. EPF in respect of drivers engaged by the tenderer will be borne by the owner of the vehicle.
xviii. Driver should have 2 years similar satisfactory experience. In case of accident, any type of challan, halt charges, penalty, damage, court case, police case etc., the sole responsibility will be of the owner of the vehicle and PSPCL will not be party in such case. All matters related with Compesation, transportation, Traffic police & Adminstration etc. will be dealt by the contractor at his own cost.
xix. Alternative replacement of the driver shall be responsibility of the owner of the vehicle in case driver has to proceed on leave or not available on medical grounds.
xx. Non-compliance of agreement shall invite forfeiture of the earnest money of the tenderer so deposited with PSPCL.
xxi. The owner at his own cost will get done Passing/obtaining fitness certificate and up dating of Registration of vehicle from the concerned registering authority.
xxii. Parking charges/toll tax if any, during execution of journey will be paid by the PSPCL as applicable as per production of actual receipt.
xxiii. Trial period shall be 30 days of operation.
xxiv. No interest will be paid on the earnest money or security deposit.
xxv. The vehicle can be used for journey to anywhere in Punjab & U.T. of Chandigarh, Himachal, Haryana, Rajasthan, Uttrakhand, Uttar Pradesh, Dehli.
xxvi. Jurisdiction shall be at Dera Bassi Arbitrator to be sole nominee of PSPCL.
xxvii. This work order can be terminated in case of violation of terms and conditions of the work order or due to any other reason whatsoever may be by giving 10 days’ notice.

ARBITRATION

a) 
If at any time any question, dispute or difference, what-so-ever shall arise between the P.S.P.C.L. and the Contractor upon or in relation to or in connection with contract either party may forthwith give to the other notice in writing of the existence as such question dispute or difference and the same shall be referred for sole arbitration of nominee of the Board who shall give a reasoned/speaking award. The award of the sole arbitrator shall be final and binding on the contractor under the provisions of the Indian Arbitration Act 1996 and of the rules there under. Any statutory amendment, modification or reenactment thereof for the time being in force shall be deemed to apply and the incorporated in the contract. It will not be objectionable if the Sole Arbitrator is an officer of the Board and he has expressed his views on all or any of the matter in question of dispute or difference.
b) 
Upon every or any such reference, the cost of and incidental to the reference and award respectively shall be at the discretion of the sole arbitrator so appointed who may determine the amount thereof or direct the same to be fixed as between solicitor and client or as between party and party shall direct by whom and to whom and in what manner the same is to be borne and paid.

c) 
The work under the contract shall if reasonably possible continue during the arbitration proceedings and no payment due or payable by the Board shall be withheld on account of such proceedings.

JURISDICTION 

All legal proceedings against this contract shall be in the jurisdiction of Civil Court Dera Bassi.
