ii) The prices should be firm. No variation in the rates of service will be allowed due to change in prices of material, labour or due to any reason during the contract period.
7. VALIDITY OF TENDERS:

The tenders as submitted should be valid for at least 120 days from the date of opening of tenders, unless specified otherwise. 
8. TERMS OF PAYMENT: -

Payment shall be made by this office after the execution of the whole work and after verification of the work of successful supply, installation & commissioning of Air Conditioners at PSPCL Head Office, Patiala by officers/officials deputed by PSPCL within 45 days from the receipt of invoices. 5% security shall be deducted out of running bills which will be released after the completion of warranty period. No interest shall be paid on this amount.
9. RIGHT TO REJECT ALL OR ANY TENDER:

The officer inviting tenders reserves the right to reject any or all the tenders received without assigning reasons. He will not be responsible for and will not pay for expenses or losses that may be incurred by tenderer in preparation of the tender.

10. POST TENDER MODIFICATIONS:

No modification to the bid shall be made by the bidder after opening of the bids unless specifically requested by PSPCL. The Earnest Money of any bidder who modifies after opening, without any specific reference from PSPCL shall be forfeited without any further reference to the bidder and he shall be liable to further action like suspension of business dealings/Blacklisting.

11. SPLITTING OF WORK:

The PSPCL reserves the right to split up the work in the scope of this contract among more than one contractor during the progress of work due to unsatisfactory progress of work of the contractor. The PSPCL will not entertain any claim from any contractor as a result of such splitting up. The PSPCL also reserves the right to exclude/include any items of work/into scope of the contract during the progress of work due to any reason whatsoever.
12. PRICE VARIATION:

Price quoted shall be FIRM throughout the contract period and no price variation shall be allowed.

13. SIGNING OF CONTRACT:

In the event of tender being accepted, an intimation shall be given to the contractor, who shall thereupon attend office of Accepting Officer to sign copies of the specification and other documents and to execute the contract agreement (as per Annexure-D) within specified date of the issue of such intimation, failing which acceptance of his tender shall be cancelled and his earnest money will be forfeited. Contract agreement shall be as per contract agreement form. 
14. ASSIGNMENT OR TRANSFER OF CONTRACT:

The contractor shall not without prior written approval of the Accepting Authority assign or transfer the Contract or nay part thereof, any share, or interest there in to any other person.
15. SUB CONTRACT:

The contractor shall not sublet any portion or the contract without the prior written approval of the Engineer.

16. NEGLIGENCE DEFAULT:

i) In case of negligence on the part of contractor to execute the contract with due diligence and expedition and to comply with any reasonable orders given in writing by PSPCL in connection with contract or any contravention in the provisions of the contract, PSPCL may give 21 days notice in writing to the contractor  to make good the failure or neglect or contravention and if the contractor fails to comply with the notice within time considered to be reasonable by PSPCL, PSPCL will have the right to cancel the contract for full or part of the job and claim due compensation/damage from the contractor .

ii) Further in case of such default by the contractor, PSPCL may suspend business dealings with the Contractor and may also blacklist the contractor apart from claiming reasonable compensation/damage & forfeiture of security.

17. FORCE MAJURE:

If at any time during the continuance of the work the performance in whole or in part by either party of any obligation under this contract, shall be prevented or delayed by reasons, of any war, hostility, acts of public enemy, Civil Commotion, sabotage, floods, explosion, epidemics, fires or other acts of God, strikes and lockout (hereinafter referred as eventualities) then, provided notice of the happening of any such eventuality is given by either party to the other within 15 days from the date of occurrence thereof, neither party shall be reasons of such eventuality be entitled to terminate this contract nor shall either party have any claim for damages against the other in respect of such non performance or delay in performance and construction of work under this contract shall be resumed as soon as practicable after such eventuality has ceased. Appropriate extension in time of completion may be granted.
18. WARRANTY: 
All equipment and accessories supplied shall be under comprehensive on-site warranty against any manufacturing/any defect for a period of one (1) year after the date of installation of Air Conditioners.
19. INSPECTION AND TEST: 

a. The PSPCL shall inspect, examine and test equipment/ material through its official(s) and / or through an outside agency nominated by PSPCL at the Manufacturer's/ Supplier's work, during or after the manufacture of goods prior to dispatch, on receipt of a clear notice of minimum two weeks in advance, to be reckoned from the date of receipt by Purchaser. The supplier/ contractor shall provide all facilities as may be required to carry out the tests in accordance with approved standards, free of cost. 

b. Engineer-in-Chief / IT shall get stage inspection carried out at random at supplier's works. 

c. Random testing of material on its receipt irrespective of the fact whether or not it was inspected before dispatch shall be carried out by PSPCL and in case of any failure the entire lot shall be rejected at the risk and cost of the supplier. 
20. FAKE INSPECTION CALLS: 

On the receipt of the advance notice from the supplier, offering the material for inspection the purchasing authority will get the material inspected and issue of dispatch authorization within 20 days. In case the inspecting officer finds on arrivals at the supplier’s premises that the material was not ready for inspection and that the notice given by the supplier was in-fructuous, the expenditure incurred by the company on arranging for such inspection will be debited to the firm’s account. Besides this, a letter of warning shall be issued and it shall be counted towards their performance for all intents and purposes. The Contractor/Supplier/Firm shall be responsible to pay penalty of Rs. 20,000/- for each occasion at which the fake inspection call has been made or the material is rejected during testing/ inspection call has been made or the agency/representative of the company. This penalty would be in addition to the expenses incurred by the company in deputing the inspecting officer, carrying out such inspection.
21. CHANGES:



No variation or modification or waiver of any of the terms and provisions shall be deemed valid unless approved by PSPCL.
22. VARIATION: 


Up to maximum of 20% of tendered work can be increased / decreased at the discretion of PSPCL.
23. SECURITY: 


The EMD deposited at the time of tender shall be converted into Security Deposit. The security deposit will be deducted from the running bill at the rate of 5% of the gross value of work done from time to time after taking into account the EMD converted as security. 
No interest shall be payable to the contractors on the amount of security deposit. On faithful execution of contract in all respect the security deposit shall be refunded after the expiry of warranty period.  

24. TAXES: 

Income tax, GST, WCT or any other taxes imposed by the Central Govt. / Local Govt. bodies will be deducted from the running bills as per rules.

25. NEGOTIATIONS: 

Normally, no negotiation affecting prices or basic features of NIT/Specifications shall be conducted with tenderers after opening of tenders except under specific order of accepting authority after the reasons to be recorded.
26. JURISDICTION: 



All legal and arbitration proceeding in connection with the contract shall be subject to the territorial jurisdiction of the local Civil Courts at Patiala.

27. FAIR WAGES & LABOUR LAW REGULATIONS:

The contractor shall abide by all rules & regulations framed under various labour laws & acts & shall pay wages not less than fair wage to labour engaged with him on the work. He will keep PSPCL free from any liability arising out of any omissions on his part in compliance of these acts.

28. EXTENSION OF TIME:

If the contractor shall desire an extension of the time limit for completion of the work on ground of his having been unavoidably hindered in executing of any other ground, he shall apply in writing to Engineer-in-charge and the Engineer-in-charge in his opinion there are reasonable grounds for granting extension, allow such extension as he thinks  necessary or proper. The decision of the Engineer-in-charge/ in this regard shall be final and binding.

ii) For any delay in work on account of act of omission or commission at the part of PSPCL viz. alternations, emission, additions, substitutions in original specifications, drawings design etc, only extension of time will be agreed for the period so lost and no compensation would be given on this account.

29. DEDUCTION OF AMOUNTS DUE TO PSPCL :
Any excess payment made to the contractor inadvertently or otherwise under this contract on any account whatsoever and any other sum found to be due to PSPCL by the contractor in respect of this contract or any other contracts or work order or on any account what-so-ever may be deducted from any sum whatsoever payable by the PSPCL to the contractor either in respect of this contract or any work order of contractor or on any other account by any other office of the PSPCL.
30. DAMAGED WORKS:
The Contractor will be responsible for any and all losses of materials and damage to works till they are handed over, as a result of floods, earthquake, wars, rains, storms and other such acts of God etc. The owner will not be responsible for any compensation as a result of such damage or loss to the contractor and contractor shall be liable to get right such damage at his own to the satisfaction of the Engineer/ Owner. The contractor shall arrange insurance against above risks at his cost.
31. PENALTY FOR DELAY:

The time allowed for carrying out the work as entered in the contract shall be strictly observed by the contractor and shall be reckoned from the date on which the order to commence work is given to the contractor. The work shall throughout the stipulated period of the contract be proceeded with all due diligence (time being deemed to be the essence of the contract on the part of the contractor) and the contractor shall pay as penalty an amount equal to one half percent (0.5%) of the estimated cost of the whole work as shown in the contract for every week, the work remains unfinished after the contract completion period provided always that the entire amount of compensation to be paid under the provision of this clause shall not exceed ten percent (10%) of the estimated or actual cost of work whichever is higher.
32. TENDER(S) TO CONFORM TO SPECIFICATIONS:


Tender(s) who proposes any alternation in the work specified in the Tender specification, or in time allowed for carrying out the work or which contains any other terms & conditions of any sort will be liable to rejection.

33. ARBITRATION:

All disputes or differences in respect of which the decision, if any, of the Project Manager and/or the Head of the Implementing Authority has not become final or binding as aforesaid shall be settled by arbitration in the manner provided herein below:

The arbitration shall be conducted by three arbitrators, one each to be nominated by the Contractor and the Utility and the third to be appointed by both the arbitrators in accordance with the Indian Arbitration Act. If either of the parties fails to appoint its arbitrator within sixty (60) days after receipt of a notice from the other party invoking the Arbitration clause, the arbitrator appointed by the party invoking the arbitration clause shall become the sole arbitrator to conduct the arbitration.

The language of the arbitration proceedings and that of the documents and communications between the parties shall be English. The arbitration shall be conducted in accordance with the provisions of the Indian Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 or any statutory modification thereof.  
The decision of the majority of the arbitrators shall be final and binding upon the parties. In the event of any of the aforesaid arbitrators dying, neglecting, resigning or being unable to act for any reason, it will be lawful for the party concerned to nominate another arbitrator in place of the outgoing arbitrator.

During settlement of disputes and arbitration proceedings, both parties shall be obliged to carry out their respective obligations under the Contract.

34. RECISSION OF CONTRACT:
The contractor shall not be assigned or sublet the contract without the written consent of the Engineer-In-Charge and if the Contractor assigns or sublets his contract or attempts to do so without consent of the Engineer or by any proceedings is adjudicated as insolvent or makes any composition with creditors for their benefits or attempts to do so or if Engineer-In-Charge shall certify in writing that in his opinion contractor: -

a) Makes default in concerning the work within a reasonable time from the date of handling over the site and continue in that state after a reasonable notice from Engineer-In-Charge.

b) In the opinion of the Engineer-in-charge at any time, whether before or after the date or extended date for completion, make default in proceedings with the work, with due diligence and continue in that state after a notice of seven days from Engineer-In-Charge.

c) Fails to comply with any of the terms and conditions of the contract or after 7 days notice in writing with orders properly issued there-under.

d) Fails to complete the work, work order and items of work on individual dates for completion and cleans the site on or before the date of completion or fails to achieve the progress as set out in the contract.

e) If contractor commits breach of any terms/conditions envisaged in the contract.

f) Any bribe, gratuity, gift, loan, perquisite, records, or advantage, pecuniary or otherwise shall either directly or indirectly be given, promised or offered by the contractor or any of his servants or agents to any public officer or person in the employment of PSPCL in any way relating to his officer or if any such officer or person of PSPCL shall become in any way directly or indirectly interested in the contract. In such case the PSPCL may, notwithstanding any previous waiver, after giving 10 days notice in writing to Contractor, terminate the contract and the security deposit of the contractor  shall thereupon stand forfeited and in addition the contractor  shall not be entitled to recover or be paid for work theretofore actually performed under the contract and further, PSPCL may enter upon and take possession of the works and all plant, tool, scaffolding, sheds, machinery etc. and use the same as his own property or may employ the same by means of his own servants and workmen in carrying on and completing the works and Contractor shall not in any way interrupt or do any act, matter or thing to prevent or binder such other Contractor or other person or persons employed for completing the finishing or using the material and plant for the works, when the work shall be completed or as soon thereafter as convenient, Engineer shall give a notice in writing to contractor  to remove his surplus materials and plant and should Contractor fail to do so within a period of 14 days from issue of the notice by him, PSPCL may sell the same by Public Auction. The amount so realized shall be adjusted against any money due to the PSPCL by the contractor.
35. All other General terms & conditions of PSPCL Works Regulations 1997 amended upto date shall also be applicable. However specific terms & conditions provided in the Specifications shall overrule the General terms & conditions in case of any dispute.
