SUB: PSERC Open Access Regulations-PSERC/ Secy/Reg/57
dated 1.7.2011- Collection of Cross Subsidy Surcharge.

PSERC has notified the Open Access Regulation No.
PSERC/Secy/Reg/57 dated 1.7.2011. These regulations are spplicable from the
date of notification i.e. 01/07/2011.

Clause 26 of the ibid regulations provides for the cross subsidy
surcharge which is reproduced as under:-

¢)) If open access facility is availed of by & subsidizing consumer of
a distribution licensee of the State, then such consumer, in addition to
transmission and/ or wheeling charges, shall pay cross subsidy surcharge
determined by the Commission. Cross subsidy surcharge determined on Per
Unit basis shall be payable, on monthly basis, by the open access consumers
based on the actual energy drawn during the month through open access.

Provided that such surcharge shall not be levisble to a person
who has established a captive generating plant for carrying the electricity to
the destination of his own use.
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The cross subsidy surcharge shall be determined in accordance
with the following formula: ‘

S = T-C where,

3 is the cross subsidy surcharge

T is the average per unit realization from the relevant
category of consumers

C is the combined average cost of supply of distribution
licensee.

A3) The surcharge shall be paid to the distribution licensee of area
where the premises of the consumer availing Open Access are located. In
caseofmorethanmhmecm)pplmmmemm-ea,ﬂmiioem&om
whom the consumer was svailing supply shall be paid the smount of
surcharge.

C)] The consumers availing Open Access exclusively on. interstate
transmission system shall also pay the same surcharge as determined under
this Regulation.

) The consumers availing Open Access through dedicated lines

even without involving licensee's Transmission and/ or Distribu;tion System
shall be liable to pay same surcharge as determined under this Regulation.

As per this clause surcharge shall be paid to the distribution
licensee of the area under the premises of the consumer availing Open
Access is located.

PSERC vide its order dated 5.7.2011 has determined the cross
subsidy surcharge for various categories of consumers as under:-

" In sccordance with clause (2) of Regulation 26 of the
regulations, the cross subsidy surcharge (paise/unit) for various categories of
consumers, for the 2011-12 shall be as under:-

Large Supply 74.48
Domestic Supply 79.41
Non Residential Supply  120.41
Bulk Supply 62.41
Railway Traction 142.42

These charges shall be collected by PSPCL.

Meticulous compliance of these instructions be ensured.
