Condition no. 7.9 of Conditions of Supply of PSPCL stipulates that
an applicant under any of the industrial categories intending to
establish/operate an industry or seeking release of additional load/demand will
submit a No Objection Certificate (NOC) from the PPCB before release of
connection/additional load/demand. However, all the A&A Form for loads upto
100 KW other than DS/NRS Category (Annexure-3), A&A Form for HT & EHT
Supply (Annexure-5) and Requisition form for Industrial / Bulk Supply / DS/
NRS (for demand exceeding 500 KVA) (Annexure-6) as well as Intimation of
Acceptance of A&A Form and Demand Notice (Annexure-11), has the provision-
that certified copy of the NOC, (consent to establish) from PPCB should be
submitted. As such field offices are adopting different procedures to obtain
NOC from the applicant. In order to streamline the issue, it is clarified that
condition no. 7.9 of Conditions of Supply will prevail i.e. a certified copy of
NOG (consent to — establish) can be submitted by the applicant at any time
before the release of Connection/ Additional load/ Dema
