 Grant of Continuous Process Status to Industrial Consumers.
 

In view of the PSERC order dated 1.6.2012, the existing instructions regarding grant of continuous process status to the Industrial Consumer circulated vide PR Circular No. 8/ 2003 Dated 23.07.2003 are hereby amended to the extent 
given below:-

1) Prospective Consumer shall self declare that his industrial unit is a continuous process unit and also declare his continuous process demand in KVA required to be used during peak load hours and during non peak load hours, weekly off days / during other such declared restrictions (restricted periods) on industry.

2) The self declaration shall be made through an affidavit on a non-judicial stamp paper duly notarized as per the format (Annexure- I) to the office of EIC/ PP&R, PSPCL, Patiala with a copy to Dy.CE / SE, DS concerned.

3) The consumer shall indicate his demand requirement of continuous process during non-peak load hours, weekly off days or during other such declared restrictions (restricted period) on industry which would not exceed demand required during peak hours, enhanced by twenty-five percent. This demand shall however, not exceeds his contract demand.

4) The load declared by a Continuous Process Industrial Consumer for non-peak load hours (for most part of the day) shall be considered as continuous load for that industry by the PSPCL. However, for peak load hours, the consumer shall pay the PLEC only for the load required during these hours.

5) Installation of DG set is not mandatory for declaring an industry as continuous process industry.

6) Any dispute arising on the quantum of load required by an industrial consumer during peak load hours and non peak load hours shall be referred to be committee constituted by PSPCL for identifying the Continuous Process Status of the industry. The decision of the Committee shall be final.
7) Checking of all the continuous Process consumers shall be made by Dy.CE / SE, DS concerned within 3 months from the completion of the process i.e. after grant of continuous process status and action shall be initiated against any wrong declaration.

Existing consumers, who are presently availing continuous process status shall also be required to make self declaration as mentioned in aforesaid Para's within one month from the issue of the Public Notice. Public notice in this regard is being issued shortly in leading newspapers widely circulated in Punjab.

The existing consumers who do not respond within the said specified period of one month shall not be eligible for availing the benefit of continuous process industry and accordingly the approval granted earlier shall cease to exist. Those consumers who do not make a declaration, due to any reasons, within the specified a period of one month from date of publication of Public Notice but come up afterwards, their request along with declaration shall be processed by the PSPCL within a period of one month. These consumers shall be entitled to have the benefit of continuous process status after the expiry of one month from the date of submission of request along with declaration.

For the existing continuous process consumers, the entire process from self declaration to the revised approval of competent authority for continuous status should be completed within 90 days of issue of PSERC order dated 01.06.2012.
