Subject:             Power Regulatory Measures on Industrial Consumers (except essential & other exempted categories) wef. 03.08.2012                                                    


In view of the availability of power and other system constraints the power regulatory measures, applicable as on date, on category 2, 3 & 4 consumers are hereby amended to the extent given below. The date / duration of applicability shall be from 0800 hrs of 03.08.2012 for general and w.e.f end of peak load exemption hours of 03.08.2012 for Arc / Induction & Rolling Mill consumers. The consolidated power regulatory measures shall now be as under:- 
1.
One Weekly off Day (24 hrs) on General Industrial Consumers being fed from Cat‐2 Feeders .Timings of weekly off day for General industry will be from 0800 (in all except central zone) / 0830 (in central zone) hrs of 03.08.2012 to 0800 / 0830(central zone) hrs of 04.08.2012 and so on
2. 
One Weekly off Days (24 hrs) on Arc / Induction furnaces and rolling mills                                                                                consumers fed from Cat-2 and Cat-3 feeders. If first WOD falls on 03.08.2012 the timings will be from 0800 (in all except central zone)  / 0830(central zone) hrs of 03.08.2012 to 0800 / 0830 hrs of 04.08.2012 and so on

Continuous process category- 4 consumers shall continue to restrict their load up to the peak load exemptions presently being availed by them.
4.
During the normal working days all the consumers being fed from Cat II and III, (except consumers falling in the central zone) can use power during day time only for 11 hrs i.e between 0800 to 1900 hrs only.
5. 
During the normal working days all the consumers being fed from Cat II and III, falling in the central zone can use power during day time only for 11 hrs i.e between 0830 to 1930 hrs only.

On their Normal working days, during the off peak hours i.e 2200 hrs to 0800 hrs of the next day, for all category- 2 &3 consumers except consumers falling in the central zone and 2230 hrs to 0830 hrs of the next day for all category 2 &3 consumers in the central zone and also during the weekly off days, these consumers are allowed to use only 10 % of sanctioned contract demand only. However during peak load hours the restricted load is allowed to be used.
8. 
The peak load exemptions granted to all LS & MS consumers (other than category 4 , exempted and essential categories ) stands withdrawn.

Their is no restriction on the import of power by the consumers under open access.
